How to Register
To register for a class, submit: 
1. A registration form 
2. A one-time registration fee for each student (not for each class) by standard mail to:

Make checks payable to C.H.E.S.S.
3. Enclose one self-addressed stamped envelope per family to receive the registration refund at the end of the year if you qualify.
· The deadline for registration is August 27.

· A registration is not valid if the form and the fee are not received together.  
· Receipt of your registration will be confirmed via email once it is received.

· Class sizes are limited and are filled on a first-come, first-served basis using the date postmarked on the envelope that you mail.

· If a class does not have five paid registrants by August 20, it may be cancelled. Your registration fee will be returned to you if a class is cancelled due to insufficient enrollment. 
· Check the website (www.chessclasses.org) to find out if a class is filled.  If it is, you can be put on a wait list. To be put on a wait list, email admin@chessclasses.org, or call, 703 753-1901 Mon-Fri 9 am – 5 pm.  
Registration Fees 
The registration fee is a one-time fee of $75 per student, or $20 if the student is only taking classes for one 16-week session.
Registration Rebate
If you pay the $75 registration fee, $50 will be refunded to you at the end of the year if:
1. You do not drop (or are dropped) from a class and 

2. You attend a Participation Preview
3. Registrations received after the August 27th deadline will not qualify for a registration rebate
Tuition
Tuition and registration fees cover our expenses for the use of the church building, insurance coverage for our students and teachers, as well as the teacher’s salaries and cost of administrative support. The tuition cost is based on the number of times a class meets. This information is provided in the “Class Descriptions” handout. See the classes that qualify for special pricing on page 2.

Discounts

5% Multiple Class 

If a student takes more than one class, the family will receive a 5% discount on their total tuition cost.

5% Family  
If 2 or more students from one family take a class, the family will receive a 5% discount on their total tuition cost.

Other Fees

All classes will have additional fees for books/materials or copy fees. Check the class prospectus to see if you need to purchase additional supplies for a class, or if the teacher is purchasing them. Individual class fees for materials are paid directly to the teachers and are due on the first day the class meets. 
Lunch Room Monitor/Aide Positions

How can you save even more on tuition costs? Volunteer to be a Lunch Room Monitor/Aide. To volunteer, check the box on the registration form. The pay is $6 per hour. Checking the box does not guarantee that you will be given a position in the lunch room, however, every effort will be made to accommodate those who have a desire.
Scholarships

Returned Checks

Any fees resulting from a returned check are the responsibility of the payer.  If a check is returned you must contact the administrator within 2 weeks of the date of notice from your bank to resolve the issue.  Failure to resolve a payment issue within 30 days will result in the student(s) being dropped from enrollment.

Dropping a Class

Students have one week from the first day the class meets to drop a class and receive a tuition refund. The last day to drop a Wednesday class is September 15. The last day to drop a Monday class is September 20. If a student drops a class after these dates, tuition will not be refunded. The family is morally obligated to pay the full tuition amount for the class, for the year. (Exceptions for family duress may apply.)  If, for any reason, a student ceases to attend a class, CHESS is not responsible for refunding or returning textbooks or classroom fees.
Please note: If unavoidable circumstances prevent a class from meeting, the teacher will make an effort to make up the material; however, a missed class does not constitute a tuition refund because rates are based on the course and not individual classes.
Tuition Payment Due Dates
Tuition payments are due on the first day of class.  Please provide one check with the total amount, or four checks, with the following dates*: September 10, 2010 November 10, 2010, January 10, 2011, 

March 10, 2011, made payable to C.H.E.S.S.
