Current 3-D Art CHESS Homework

1. Here is the handout from today, and they went home with poster board masks
and partially finished features. Their job is finish the mask and add "hair"
(can be "curly" strips of paper) and any embellishments they choose (the
only aspects of color on the mask). 

 

The primary mask and features should remain white but it's okay to add
colorful earrings and such. See the handout above for a photo of a fun white
mask with embellishments! Please finish and send to me as a photo
attachment.

Items to bring to class on 2/8/2012:
1. None
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Basic mask-making steps

Note, Our masks are WHITE like the one on the right, not native looking ones like that on the left, except in structure)

First, fold your paper or poster board lengthwise and cut a half-oval shape, remembering to use as much of the poster board as possible. 
While holding the fold in your left hand, cut a pie-shaped wedge with the scissors in your right hand at the top and bottom of the mask, and then fold over the two edges at the top and bottom and glue completely with a glue gun or Aleene's Quick-Dry Tacky Glue to form a face.

From the leftover scraps from the poster board edges you’ll have four opportunities to make a nose. Fold gently and cut the shape of one side of the nose through two layers to get one nose. Attach the top of the nose at the center of your mask. Don’t make it too small or glue it too high on the face or it will look like the one above.

Take your “lip” paper, fold it in half, and cut a curved half set of lips. (Like you cut Valentines) You have enough space on your paper to cut several sets. Use the one you like best. You can cut the center so the lips appear open if you like

Cut out a set of “cat’s eyes” eyeballs on folded paper. That is the “white” of the eye. Then cut

-two round irises

-and two eye pupils smaller than the irises.

Glue them onto the white cat’s eye shape, but don't glue them on your mask yet.

Glue your finished eyeballs onto your mask, the inner edges of the cat’s eyes toughing the upper part of the nose.

Now make a set of eye LIDS. Cut two at one time so they match, and they will look like horizontal commas. One for upper lid and if you like another smaller one for the lower lid. Cut them to fit but don’t do the freaky double ones shown above. =) Curl the lower edge of the upper eyelid over your fingers to give them a rounded 3-D shape.  Add tiny curled eye LASHES if desired, and glue them to the back of the eyelids if you like, before gluing the tops pf the lids to the eyes. 

Then cut two dramatic horizontal “commas” for eyebrows and attach those above the eye shadows.

With the scraps that you have left over from your eyelids, lips, and your eyes, cut out interesting shapes and make facial decorations if desired. They can be overlapped or touching. Be creative. You could use little hole punches, and punch out small circles of paper, and align them in interesting decorations.

Your hair is created last and glued on behind the mask. Leave it in straight strips, curl it like curling ribbon, or crinkle it by folding it back and forth (like a crinkle French fry).
