Today we enjoyed five of the seven students' scripts in reading theatre fashion. The other scripts will be read next week in class.and if students who read today would like a second reading of their edited scripts, let me
know! 

Those of you who received suggestions on how to improve your script after the preliminary read through today should make those changes before turning in your final, typed scripts next week (w/email backup). 

Remember to tweak your script so it meets this criteria:

1. Your script is typed EITHER in one-act play format OR in movie script format
2. All spelling and punctuation errors have been corrected
3. Lasts at least three minutes when timed at home before class 
4. Each "cast" member has a script with his/her part highlighted, and there is one for Ms. D. (a total of 8 if you have a part for each student in the class, although you could have just two)
5. Will receive all "yes" checks on the evaluation sheets (see below):

__1. Is the beginning situation interesting?

__2. If the play begins with a single character, do you like that character?

__3. Is the conflict between characters in the play clearly shown right from
the beginning?

__4. Can you imagine the setting through the narrator's or character's
conversations?

__5. Are the conversations realistic for the plot?

__6. Is there a balance of good and bad events to build suspense?

__7. Would the stage directions as written, give adequate instructions to
the director and the actors so they know how to move and look?

After we finish reading the plays next week, we will move on to another
assignment.
